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LOCATION:

Kilkenny College is located 135 kms from Dublin and is one of Ireland’s newest boarding schools, offering a full range of modern indoor and outdoor
sports facilities. Kilkenny, with its population of over 20,000, is known as Ireland’s medieval capital. This historical town offers a selection of sites and
buildings dating from the 7t century including the famous Kilkenny Castle.

TRAVEL TIME FROM AIRPORT:

Kilkenny College is approximately 135kms from Dublin Airport. Journey time to the college (depending on traffic) is approximately 1 hour 30 minutes.

AIRPORT TRANSFER:

If you booked an airport transfer, you will see an ATC representative waiting with an ATC Language Schools sign in the arrivals hall, where you will see
your first and last name or your agency’s name. If you are unable to locate an ATC representative or are delayed in the baggage claim, please call

ARRIVAL PROCEDURES FOR STUDENTS:

LIVING ON CAMPUS:
When you arrive at Kilkenny College, you will be required to check in. An ATC member of staff will be there to assist you. You will be required to
complete some paperwork and provide the security deposit before you receive your room key.

LIVING WITH A HOST FAMILY:
You will meet your host family at Kilkenny College. Host families are located on and close to the campus. All homes are located less than 30 minutes
from the school.
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RESIDENTIAL ACCOMMODATION

BOARD STATUS:

All students staying in the residence are on a full board basis.

From Monday to Friday, students will have breakfast, lunch and
dinner on campus and on Saturdays and Sundays they will receive a
packed lunch.

TYPE OF ROOM:

Up to six bedded rooms with shared bathrooms. Shower and toilet
facilities are located in each house beside the bedrooms.

WHAT T0 EXPECT FROM THE ACCOMMODATION:
Kilkenny College provides standard accommodation in a number of
student houses on campus. Boys and girls will be accommodated in
separate buildings. Each student house provides a combination of
2,3,4and 6 bedded rooms. There is Wi-Fi access throughout the
campus.

LINEN & TOWELS:

Towels are NOT supplied by the college.
Bed linen will be changed once a week.

CLEANING:

Bedrooms, kitchen and living rooms will be cleaned and rubbish
removed by the onsite staff during the week. During occupancy, bed
linen will be replaced once per week. Rooms will be fully

serviced between residencies.

LAUNDRY:
Laundry for students staying in the college is included in the
package and is done once a week.
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ACCOMMODATION RULES:

1 Students need to have supervised access to the accommodation areas at
all times i.e. either the Group Leader or an appointed ATC staff member.

1 Students must keep their room clean and tidy.

 Students are not allowed to invite guests into the residence.

1 Students who are not staying in the accommodation are not allowed to
stay in the rooms.

1 Girls are not allowed to stay in the boys’ rooms and vice versa.

9 Students are responsible for any damage/breakages caused to school/
accommodation property.

SECURITY:

There are 24 hour security guards monitoring the campus, dealing with
security related matters and responding to fire alarm activations. Students
may be asked to identify themselves and respond to directions relating to
safety and security.

KEYS:
Keys will be provided to each student. Lost keys can be replaced by Kilkenny
College staff at a cost of approximately €10 each.
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HOST FAMILY ACCOMMODATION
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HOST FAMILY ACCOMMODATION:

All of our host families are inspected by our Accommodation Manager and are carefully selected for their high standards along with their friendliness
and hospitality.

Our host families will provide our junior students with a twin room on a full board basis. This includes breakfast, a packed lunch and dinner Monday to
Sunday. Host families will provide the students with shower facilities on a daily basis and laundering of clothes, bed-linen and towels on a weekly
basis.

HOST FAMILY RULES:

1 Accommodation will be in a twin room on a full board basis. Dinner is usually between 18:00 and 19:00. Please inform your host family before
15:00 if you will return late for dinner.
1 Smoking, the consumption of alcohol and other drugs is strictly forbidden and junior students are not allowed to have overnight guests.

1 Your host family is not obliged to give you a key. You will need to discuss the laundry arrangements with your family and shower facilities must be
used at a reasonable hour.
¢ Alljunior students must respect the ‘return-home time” which the host family sets. Latest return - home time is at 22:00.
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LESSONS

LOCATION:

Lessons will take place on campus at Kilkenny College.

COURSE:

Students’ first lesson will take place the day after arrival (unless
this is at the weekend or the scheduled day for full day
excursions).

Lessons will be 3 hours, 20 minutes per day, for a total of 200
minutes. Students will get their full 30 hours of General
English over a standard two week programme.

Students will have two lessons per day with two different
teachers, giving them the opportunity to experience different
teaching techniques and methods during their course.

Monday to Friday from 9:00 to 12:50 (with a 30 minute break).
Lessons take place in the morning only in this centre

EDUCATION FRAMEWORK:

Lessons are delivered using the communicative approach and
provide an interactive and engaging learning experience for all
students. Lessons have also been developed using the Common
European Framework of Reference for Languages, CEFR. Levels
from A1 (Elementary) to (1 (Advanced) are offered.

MAXIMUM PER CLASS:

There will be a maximum of 15 students per class, however,
usually there are approximately 13 students per class.

(lasses are held in comfortable, modern and spacious classrooms
in the college.

EDUCATIONAL MATERIAL:

An ATClearning journal and all learning materials will be made
available to the students. Students will receive a graded
certificate and end of course report on their last day of lessons.
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WHAT TO EXPECT DURING A STANDARD

TWO WEEK PROGRAMME:

The course is designed to develop students’ English language skills by
integrating the key areas of reading, writing, speaking and listening.

Lessons are designed specifically for different age groups. Teachers will design
lessons based on the interests of the students and each lesson will have a
particular focus on communication skills. Students take regular tests in order
for teachers to monitor progress and ensure students are learning

during lessons.

FIRST DAY:

On the first day of classes, students will take a placement test, this is designed
to establish their level to allow the academic staff to determine the students’
abilities and place them in a group of similar language capabilities.

Once the test is completed, students will be provided with their class
timetable, activities schedule and will be given a welcome talk. They will be
shown where the ATC Language Schools Manager's office is located and
shown how to locate their classrooms.

ATTENDANCE:

Attendance at Kilkenny College is compulsory; students are expected to attend
all classes unless there is a justified reason for absence. Students must attend
all lessons and organised activities in order to be presented with their end of
course certificate.
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MEDICAL CONDITIONS:

ATCLanguage Schools must be advised upon booking of any
pre-existing medical conditions, allergies and medications that need
to be administered to students.

HEALTH & TRAVEL INSURANCE:

Students must have adequate health and travel insurance in place
prior to arrival in Ireland. Any medical expenses incurred while in
Ireland will be at the individual student’s expense.

MEDICAL EMERGENCY:

In the case of a medical emergency, an ATC Language Schools
member of staff will assist in seeking the appropriate treatment. Any
visits to the doctor, dentist or hospital will be at the student’s expense
(including transport where necessary). Group Leaders will be required
to accompany the student in such circumstances.
